Councillor Rogers proposed Councillor Little for Mayor and seconded by Councillor Martin.  Council approved Councillor Little to be Mayor for 2018/19.

RIVERSIDE TOILETS, STOURPORT-ON-SEVERN
The proposal was subject to a robust debate.  Councillor Shaw highlighted a costed scheme proposed in Bridge Street which was not approved by Wyre Forest District Council.  He argued there is no benefit to the Town Council or local community in transferring responsibilities of the Riverside toilets to Stourport Town Council, the proposal should be rejected.
Councillor Little stated this was an opportunity to take on new responsibilities within the Town Council and Wyre Forest District Council would consider 25% of annual revenue funding on a permanent ongoing  basis.  Councillor Martin advised that the proposals would still result in additional costs to the Town Council with no offsetting income generation opportunities.
There was a show of hands vote being 11 to refuse the proposal and 7 to accept.  The proposal was duly not accepted.
