Members had been circulated with a list of the decisions of the District Council in respect of past planning applications and, it was RESOLVED that the list be noted.

VERBAL UPDATE from Paul Allen – Countryside Manager at Wyre Forest District Council on plans for wyre forest golf club.
Paul Allen, Countryside Manager at Wyre Forest District Council (WFDC) attended the meeting to give a verbal update on plans for Wyre Forest Golf Course.

Points included:

· WFDC own the golf club and it had been agreed that the site would be managed by the Countryside team in conjunction with Burlish Top.
· It was unclear at present what wildlife was on the site and a survey had been carried out and results were expected shortly.

· The site had been cleared of dog mess and other materials and improvements to the site boundary were being made.  A public meeting had been held and 80 people had attended to express their views.  The priority for the site was nature conservation but cycling and a cafe were options.

· A path had been installed to connect Torridon Close with Burlish Top.  

· Fencing needed to be installed as grazing will also take place several times per year.

· It was hoped that a hard standing area for car parking could be installed.

Members discussed various options for the site which included a shared cycle/pedestrian path and agreed that the Council might be able to offer a grant to the project.  Members thanked Paul for his thorough presentation and for attending.

UPDATE FROM COUNCILLOR MRS N MARTIN ON SAFER NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
Councillor Mrs N Martin reported that issues were ongoing with youths on the Riverside.  There appeared to be a lot of drug issues in Britannia Gardens.  Police were carrying out a few spots checks for traffic offences on Windermere Way, Wilden Lane and Dunley Road.  Mantons were broken into on Monday 7th January 2019.  Other concerns were ongoing.
