APPLICATIONS FOR PLANNING PERMISSION
Consideration was given to consultations by the District Council on the following applications for planning permission, and it was RESOLVED that the District Council be informed of the Town Council response to each consultation, as set out below:-
a. WF.19/0101/TREE – Removal of overhanging branches from driveway at 31 Areley Court, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 0AR.
Refused.

b. WF.19/0129/TREE – Yew – Crown thin by 15%, crown lift to 9ft and reduce crown by 20%.  Fell small tree at 28 Dunley Road, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 0AX.

Recommend Approval.

c. WF.19/0146/FULL – Single storey front garage extension and alterations to front driveway and access at 17 Areley Court, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 0AR.  

Refused.

d. WF.19/0148/FULL – Single storey rear extension at 5 Meadow View, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 0JS.

Recommend Approval.

e. WF.19/0150/FULL – Erection of 106 dwellings with car parking, new estate roads, and associated infrastructure at Former Midland Industrial Plastics Site, Steatite Way, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 8PQ.
Approved, subject to the final comments of consultees and resolution of any issues that may arise.  However, could traffic calming measures be considered.
f. WF.19/0152/COU – Proposed revised layout of building and offices to include the removal of existing office buildings and construction of replacement industrial storage building, amendment to existing workshop to include new two storey office inside existing building at D E Talbot Transport, Summerway Landfill, Hillary Road, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 9JP.
Recommend Approval.

g. WF.19/0153/COU – Variation to condition 1 of planning permission: 13/000054/CM to allow for continued use of the site for recycling of soils for screening for off-sire distribution at D E Talbot Transport, Summerway Landfill, Hillary Road, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 9JP.

h. WF.19/0154/COU – Variation to condition 1 of planning permission: 13/000053/CM to allow for continued use of the site for importation and stockpiling of hardcore and road plainings for off-site distribution at D E Talbot Transport, Summerway Landfill, Hillary Road, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 9JP.  
Recommend Approval.

i. WF.19/0155/TCA – Fell Multi-Stem Sycamore at 10 Parkes Passage, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 9EB.

j. WF.19/0167/FULL – Enlarge and alter existing dormer to front at 3 Pinedene, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 9NG.  
Recommend Approval.

k. WF.19/0171/TCA – Trim cherry by 1 metre all around, and crown lift willow by 1.5 meters at The Lower House, Areley Lane, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 0TA.  
Recommend Approval.

l. WF.19/0175/FULL – Extension above garage and replacement of conservatory for construction of garden/sitting room at 104 Steatite Way, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 8PD.  
Recommend Approval.

m. WF.19/0176/FULL – Proposed single storey rear extension to replace existing conservatory at 71 Manor Road, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 9DW.
Recommend Approval.

n. WF.19/0088/FULL – Two storey side extension at 38 Lower Lickhill Road, Stourport-on-Severn, DY13 8RH. (Revised)

Members had been circulated with a list of the decisions of the District Council in respect of past planning applications and, it was RESOLVED that the list be noted.

UPDATE FROM COUNCILLOR MRS N MARTIN ON SAFER NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
Councillor Mrs N Martin had met with PC Maher and there were a few concerns around the town:

· Issues with youngsters on the riverside also gathering at Britannia Gardens by a gate.

· Incidents on The Walshes around drugs.  People were coming in from out of the area.  Lights were not working in the area of Old Ford Walk, which had been reported to Worcestershire County Council.

· Request that the Council look to see if the back car park (behind the Civic Centre) could be locked in the evening; however, it was unknown as to the usage from events at the Civic Hall.

· The police had carried out a speeding patrol along the dual carriageway from Stourport to Kidderminster and another was planned in the summer. 

Other concerns raised by Members were:

· There had been complaints about speeding in Lickhill Road (by the Workmans Club).

· There had been an issue at the top of Windermere Way (with the junction of Kingsway), where people on scramblers had rode over cars. The police were aware of this.

· There had been some problems with scrambling on The Snipes but the police had caught the individuals.

· There had been a police presence on Wilden Lane for speeding.

Elections May 2019
The Mayor put on record his thanks to those Members who would not be standing for Election in May 2019 – Councillors: Mrs J Bennett, M Salter, Mrs J Sheppard,       Mrs G M Smith and N Thomas.  Thanks had already been passed onto Jamie Shaw who resigned from the Council in November 2018.  The Mayor added that he had enjoyed and appreciated the work they had put in and thanked them on behalf of the Council.  To the rest of the Council, he wished them good luck with the forthcoming elections.

He also reported that, subject to clarification, he had raised approximately £8,500 in his mayoral year.

Rental of Civic Centre Office Space
